NON-FORMAL LEARNING AND EDUCATION
IN EUROPEAN EDUCATIONAL PRACTICE

Abstract. This article exposes some theoretical, general aspects about non-for-
mal learning and non-formal education in European educational practice. In first
section it is presented a learning forms’model at European Commision recomanda-
tions and the active learning approache which justify the importance of non-formal
and informal learning in the contemporary, dinamic society; in the second section
are sketched three possible variants for understanding non-formal education, re-
porting at an educational system. As conclusion, the article highlights the posibility
of understanding trap, if the terms learning and education are used in sinonimy
relation.

Keywords: non-formal learning, active learning, life-long learning, non-formal
education

In the context of the World Conference on Education for all, at Jomtien, Tha-
inland, in 1990, it was reaffirmed (at global level) that education is a basic human
right and one of the main pillars for development and formation of human being
by all over the world.

A few years later, in 2002, to Dakar, following the World Education Forum, it has
highlithed the necesity to focus on quality educational reforms and the importance of
common efforts to identify appropriate methods for evaluate the learning that comes
from everywhere experiences, to recognise knowledge, attitudes, capacities and values
wich are developed independently by educational school system (Dada, 2006). In this
way, some countries, particularly those in Europe and North America, they have decided
to concentare on the economic dimensions of human existence, on the need to develop
the necessary capacities in a knowledge economy, while others have focused more on
the development of life skills wich are necessary for people to adapt at the tensions and
challenges of social environment. However, in all cases, the educational reforms have
been contoured around the principle of /ife-long learning and the efforts to identify ways
for validation and equivalence of knowledge which are coming from different learning
sources. Conforming with Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development,
the paradigm of life-long learning has become not only a strategy for economic growth
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and building a social stability, but also an opportunity to create bridges between different
forms of learning that have been delimitated and defined as (Dada, 2006):

Learning forms Caracteristics

Formal learning -intentional learning, provided in an organized, structured and
designed context, specifically for learning;

-ends with a formal recognition by the certificate or diploma.
Nonformal -also intentional learning, planned and organisated, but it consists in
learning educational activities that respond to the needs of all ages people, as
offer of institutions that are outside of formal educational system.
Informal learning |-non-intentional learning, out of organisated situations which come
from schooling system or nonformal educational insitutions.

The European Commission has recommended the use of experiential learning
to designate learning through experience and learning from experience, so English
prior learning, may designate all together learning experiences which involve
experiential dimension, whether they be formale, non-formal or informal type (Ce-
defop, 2007). The priority given to experiential aspects in learning and learning
outcome, as well scientific research focused on understanding why, where, when,
how, and what motivates people to learn, are major indicators for the renouncing
at traditional behaviorist approach of learning and the promotion a new, distinct
approaches to learning and education in European space (Cedefop, 2009).

In 2009, Nielsen and Grootings, in one of the reports carried out by the Euro-
pean Centre for the development of Vocational Training have analysed different
learning approaches and have conclusionated that active learning approache co-
responds more to contemporary times because highlights the dynamism of social
relations and situations where learning takes place (Cedefop, 2009).

The active learning model (constructivist) assumes that (Salavastru, 2004;
Grooting, Nielsen, 2009):

*Learning is a selective process where people give their own meaning to infor-
mation, continuous interacting with different backgrounds;

*People are building their own meanings on the basis of what they already know
(tacit knowledge) and depending on how they see the world around them, so that
different people may give different interpretations to the same reality or may act
differently based on the same information;

*Learning can be achieved in several ways that may be the best at any one time
and not necessarily by calling experts;

*Learning for the most part is tacit, and is essentially a social activity because it
involves interaction with peers;
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*Learning is dynamic and depends on the learning opportunities offered by
environment.

The European countries have agreed on some common education practice for
validation of the results of all learning types. Thus arose (Cedefop, 2010):

*FEuropean credit system for Vocational Education and Training VET that
allows citizens to transfer learning outcomes and to be recognised by the different
qualification systems in the field of education, vocational training or general edu-
cation;

*Unique reference Europass which is a portfolio with five instruments (the
European CV, certificate, diploma, certificate and diploma supplements, the com-
mon framework of reference virtual platform, the Europass linguistic) “...to make
people’s skills and qualifications more easily understood in Europe.”V (Cedefop,
2010, pp. 34).

European Invetory of non-formal and informal learning validation, by 2010,
has recorded and shown in a unique way that “...validation is already being used
at national, regional and local level to address issues relating to lifelong learning,
employment and social exclusion’ in 32 European countries. According with ana-
lysis of the reviewed and completed reports on the theme of national efforts for
the promotion and recognition of non-formal and informal education/learning until
2010, European countries were included in four distinct categories, using their
level of development and implementation of a system for validating the results of
non-formal and informal learning/education. These categories include European
countries whose educational practice have a holistic vision for all three forms of
learning and meets a certain level of development as follows:

There are a voices that clasified European educational practices depending on
the method of understanding and promote non- formal/informal learning and not
in relation to the level that was reached in the effort to develop a system for their
validation; Daniel Festeu and Barbara Humberstone in the “Non-formal Educati-
on through Outdoor Activities Guide” have reported that there are two visions on
non-formal and informal learning/education which characterizes and separates the
European countries.

A first approach higlights the dependency relationship between the education
forms, in terms of a continuum of learning (Rogers, 2014), where nonformal edu-
cation is understood as an educational alternative that promotes a complementar
learning to formal one, while the second approach considers nonformal education
an autonomous educational variant, which is totally distinct by formal education,
a new force of twenty-first century, and not just a second and marginal education
what is trying to be liked by the formal education system (Festeu, Humberstone,
2006).

A third variant to classificate non-formal educational practices in European
countries brings to the fore the lack of tradition in promoting non-formal educa-
tional activites in the countries where was a close causal relationship between its
geographical position and its history. In this sens, the European Association for
Non-formal and Informal Education (EAICY) based in Prague, has done in 2005 a
collection of articles that have been put in comparison how are understood, pro-
moted and assessed the activities of non-formal learning/education in some Eas-
tern European countries, mainly former Communist Bloc countries, and countries
in Western Europe, with democratic tradition.

The national reports reflect the fact that, in countries where communist has
dominated after World War 11, as well countries of the former Soviet Union as
Bulgaria, Moldova, Romania, Slovakia or the Czech Republic, non-formal edu-
cation/learning was understood as a subsector of the formal education system, in

coordinating and directly related control with central system of school education.
In Eastern countries was and still is a nonformal education subsystem, as local
network of children’s Clubs where students can spend their free time and get in-
volved in various educational activities carried out by teachers (as servants of the
same national formal education system and employment of the same rules as all
the teachers in schools) by libraries, museums and cultural houses still under State
control (Clarijs, 2005). Instead, in Western countries non-formal education offer
is very diverse and comes mainly from private firms and Non-governmental Orga-
nizations that are constantly involved in the school life, since the time in which
private initiative was totally annihilated in the Eastern countries.

Despite this diversity of understanding, there is a common recognition of the
fact that in the 21st century the need of non-formal education and learning it is a
necessity required by recent social, economic, cultural and political changed; the
literature and politic areas have agreed that recognition and validation of them is
based on five main arguments, namely (Festeu, Humberstone, 2006, pp. 19-20):

— Non-formal education promotes the learning of essential skills and
competencies;

— Non-formal education enriches learning environments: adds personal
experiences, values and critical reflections on the citizens education;

— Non-formal education extends the spectrum of citizens involvement and has
a crossing effect over institutional policies;

— Non-formal education is a powerful tool for social integration;

— Non-formal education is an effective method of communication and intervention.

Above all the approches and arguments which have been sketched up, the con-
ceptual clarification of non-formal education is still confused in educational prac-
tice because are situations where the terms education and learning are used as
sinonime (Rogers, 2004).

First premise for a valide rationament and a good understanding of non-formal
education is that “all education is learning, but not all learning is education,
education is planned learning”, exactly as “bread is made from flour; but not
all flour is bread, bread is processed flour”” (Rogers, 2014). In my opinion, the
human being has different ways at his/her option; everybody can “walk” on a natural
path or on a constructed auto-band, but, in both cases the person must be propter
equipped...everyone of theses goes somewhere, but not with the same speed...they
are not reciprocally excluded because their utility, but also they are not identically
as form and construction.

Even non-formal education still remains an ambiguous concept, educational
practices which usually involve a mix of learning elements, reflect its integration
in European educational discourse through numerous examples of implementated
programmes that promote non-formal learning experiences, in all Europe.

The interest of public administration
Non-formal education is mostly always analysed by experts related to the content:
pedagogues, psychologists and educational scientists (Clarijs, 2008a;2005). This work
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of these experts is necessary and very useful. However, to understand the (future)
needs of non-formal education it is also required to look for information what the
future demands from non-formal education. Offering non-formal education to children
and adults without having any clue concerning the needs of the future means that we
educate citizens without a proper future. Therefore we have to add an extra angle to
the earlier mentioned expertises. Another perspective is needed to get a real grip on the
development of non-formal education: the analysis and view of public administration.
Next to the experts related to the content of non-formal education especially policy
makers and politicians need this kind of information. Adapting the non-formal education
structure to the always changing society needs insight of the societal developments. A
public administration contribution can help to optimise non-formal education.

Triangle of the society

Many academics use the figure of a triangle in order to symbolise the society
(e.g. Abrahamson, 1996; Moore, 1995; Mouwen, 2004). The three corners represent
the state, the market and the citizen.

Not coincidentally the three corners represent the three values of the motto
of the French Revolution: liberté, égalité and fraternité [freedom, equality and
brotherhood]. These three different items are still represented in our European
societies. One can easily combine freedom with the corner of market, equality with
the corner of state and brotherhood with the corner of citizen. The next step is also
not complicated: one can connect the three major political movements with the
three corners: market and liberalism, state with social-democracy and citizen with
christen-democracy.

The three corners represent different interests: to the state belongs general or
public interest, self-interest is connected to market and group interest goes together
with citizen. There is also a different way of organising in the three corners: state
always works with vertical relations, citizens with horizontal relations and in the
market one operates with parallel relations.
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Activities, organisations and sectors can be placed in this positioning triangle.
It is clear that the local, regional and national government belong to the corner of
state. But also the tax authorities, the police and the army are in that corner. Philips,
Manchester United, Mercedes-Benz, the Rolling Stones, Louis Vuitton and the
bakery and the pub at the end of the street belong to the market. This is the business
side of the society.

And we, we are the citizens, when we do not represent state or market
professionally, as for instance a group of parents organising voluntarily a play
ground for their children, people in the neighbourhood setting up a choir, some
friends playing football every Saturday morning in the park. These kind of activities
are not organised by the state and do not belong to the market.

As said before, all activities, organisations and sectors can be placed somewhere
in this positioning triangle. But they do not necessarily have a fixed place in the
triangle. They can migrate over time, they shift positions. This happens for instance
when a group of football players are so good that they become professional players:
they change from the corner citizen to the corner market. This happens for instance
when an initiative where citizens have set up an orphanage is taken over by the
government: the organisation change from citizen to state. This happens when the
small electric company, that takes care for the local illumination, is taken over by
the national government (now it belongs to the state) and later the company is sold
to other electricity companies — now it is in the corner of market.

In the last decades, as a consequence of the welfare state, many organisations
shifted from the citizen corner towards the state (centralisation) or to the corner of
market (privatisation) (Donk, 2010).

In general it will depend on the activity or organisation in which corner such
an activity or organisation is placed. We probably all agree that for instance it is
better to issue passports by the government, and not by citizens themselves; to fix
the taxes for all citizens can also better be done by the government. Let us be happy
that the production of tomato soup, tea-cosies or flip-flops is done in the corner of
market and not by the state. And when citizens organise a song contest in their com-
munity centre it is good that this is not implemented by state or market.

The three corners have their compelling points. But there must be a division:
the various activities, organisations and sectors have to be spread over the three
corners. Zijderveld (1999) states that overemphasis on one of these corners will
lead to extremism. When too many activities and organisations are in one corner,
the balance in the society is gone. When too many activities and organisations are
in the corner of state, social democracy will lead through socialism to dictatorial
communism and Stalinism. When too many activities and organisations are in the
corner of market, liberalism may lead from libertinage to anarchism. When too
many activities and organisations are in the corner of citizen, conservatism can
degenerate into reactionary corporatism and fascism.

There is no favourite dominant corner. It depends on the activity. Actually we
cannot speak about a triangle anymore. More and more activities have moved from
citizen to state and market. Scholars tell us that the triangle has changed into a two
dimensional line state — market. The last few decades it seems that the role of the
citizen has disappeared. In western societies fraternity is more and more forgotten;
it seems that we prefer to concentrate on state and market (Wilken, 2012).

An interesting question is: where can we situate non-formal education in the
positioning triangle? Or: where can we situate a non-formal organisation in the
triangle? Or: will non-formal education migrate in the triangle?

It may be clear that there is no definite answer. It depends on the country. In the
Netherlands, where non-formal organisations are privately organised, non-formal
education can be positioned on the line citizen — market (Clarijs, 2008a). In Russia
for instance non-formal education is in the corner of state because of the laws, the
curriculum, the financing, the inspectorate, et cetera (Clarijs, 2013).

Despite the different societal situations in the various countries we can predict
what will happen sooner or later in the European countries when we have a closer
look at the three corners of the society triangle. For that reason we focus on the
three separate corners.

State

After the Second World War, a welfare state - with a guaranteed security from
birth to grave - has been made in many western countries. Since the nineteen-eight-
ies the welfare state has been subject to debate and erosion (Idenburg, 1983; Doorn
& Schuyt, 1979). Criticism is threefold: it is unmanageable, unaffordable and intol-
erable. With unmanageable we refer to the always expanding bureaucracy and the
centralism that are necessary for equal treatment of all citizens. With unaffordable
we allude to the growing costs at a fast rate of the caring state. With intolerable we
are referring to the fact that the caring state creates dependent citizens and for that
reason encapsulates the development of the citizen. In addition, there is a more
fundamental criticism of the welfare state: its (financial) compensations tradition-
ally focus more on the consequences and too little on the causes (Klerck, 2006).
An increasing number of problems can no longer be solved by the welfare state.
The participation state is named as its successor (Balkenende, 2009; Derickx et al.,
2010; Verbeek & De Haan, 2011; Jager-Vreugdenhil, 2012), with a predominant
focus on individual responsibility. The question is whether, following the many
centralisation processes, government with its dominant position in the triangle will
be able to give enough space to the other parties (i.e. market and citizens) to allow
for the transition from welfare to participation.

The introduction of New Public Management (NPM), which introduced effi-
cient entrepreneurship in the nineteen-eighties, has been quite influential in public
service (Osborne & Gaebler, 1993). This NPM trend may be seen in all western
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democracies and bureaucracies. The development has been and still is supported
by international organisations such as the World Bank, IMF and OECD, which dis-
seminated their ideas about the liberal market economy around the globe.

One of the most important effects of the NPM philosophy is that managing and
implementation are unlinked. The underlying basic argumentation is that in a row-
ing boat there is only one cox, who is steering, and this person definitely does not
row. The oarsmen are there to row, but they do not interfere with steering the boat.
One of the most dramatic consequences of this NPM-policy is the result that steers-
men are supposed to act like process managers, who do not interfere in the process.
Steersmen are in charge of the “where and what”, while oarsmen are in charge of
the “how”. According to Aardema (2010) no one is responsible for the whole by
accepting the what-how dogma.

The construction of this idea became extremely influential. Many key officials
became “process architects”, led by NPM-ideas. They became managers, and to
them it was not important which process they had to manage. The steering people
develop into process managers, who become less and less in touch with content.
Policy memory disappears. This creates a Managerial State, which cuts short the
policy freedom of professionals and the relative autonomy of civil servants, and is
preoccupied with problems. The public sphere is denied.

Everything seemed to be business. In this atmosphere Margaret Thatcher could say
“there is not such a thing as a society”, and Ronald Reagan could explain to the American
people that “the government can not solve the problem, but is the problem”; they became
the heroes of the enterprise culture. The NPM movement, started by Thatcher and Reagan
and continued by Blair and Clinton, has shoved citizens aside (Sandel, 2012).

Market

From the nineteen-eighties, with NPM as a catalyst, in the western countries
the market is introduced into the social playing field. Government, which should
restrict itself to core tasks, should be playing only a marginal role; it would only
have to act in case of market failure. Although optimism prevails in the eighties,
around 2000 the enthusiasm in favour of privatisation takes a turn. The point of
departure changes from “yes, if” (government is successful in its work as market
superintendent) to “no, unless”. Privatisation in practice turns out to be difficult to
match with public services. The market needs to be corrected in several places; it
has no moral of its own and moreover has a short memory. At an earlier stage it
had already signalled that government chose in favour of privatisation in the public
sector without due consideration and preparation. The concept of the market does
not suit public service. Balance of powers cannot be translated into supply and de-
mand. The role of government as the keeper and inspector of public interests should
be acknowledged. A strong market needs a strong government as director, market
superintendent, referee and patron of public interest.
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It is a mistake when we mean that public services is a well delimited product.
Public services including non-formal education are not a product, it is a process
(Zijden, 2009). There is a huge bureaucracy needed to split up a process in prod-
ucts. Some scholars (e.g. Donk, 2010) state that public services are not even a
product or a process, but a relationship.

In the positioning triangle the corner of state is not very successful for public
services (like non-formal education). For that reason the societies escaped to the
corner of market. One hoped that the market would organise the social order. But
the commercialisation was more disruptive than arranging for the social relations.
Commercialisation in public services led to a growing inequality. This was a solu-
tion neither. Actually none of the corners are the right corner. The best place for
public services is exactly in the centre of the triangle, where the three powers state,
market and citizens have a say.

It is striking that in the discussions since the eighties concerning the organisation
of the society the corner of the citizen has got little attention. Most of the attention has
gone tot the market versus state. Therefore we pay special attention to the citizen.

Citizen

In the coming participation society citizens are expected to participate. Howev-
er, to involve citizens is not easy. Is the citizen willing to participate? Is the citizen
competent to participate? Is the citizen willing to participate or will he leave within
six months? Till how far the other stakeholders like the government and profession-
als are willing that citizens take part in all kind of processes? Is the citizen involved
during the whole process, from brainstorming till implementation, or will the spe-
cialists — as ultimate responsible persons - take over after a certain point?

Western citizens suffer from a participation paradox: many participate only min-
imally, but a few participate to the max (Goede, 2008). Moreover, there is a par-
ticipation elite: active citizens are predominantly white, highly educated and older
due to the competences required (Fraanje & Ten Napel, 2012). It is significant that,
while obedient citizens are embraced, obstinate citizens are turned away. Politics
prove to be intolerant towards citizens in opposition. This is unfortunate, because a
real representative democracy needs some form of opposition to ensure democratic
checks and balances (Gunsteren, 2008).

Arnstein’s participation ladder (1969) is a much used and acknowledged tool
to indicate the level of citizen participation. The five-step ladder distinguishes the
stages of informing, consulting, counselling, co-producing and (co-)deciding. The
higher up the ladder, the more the citizen is involved in decision making processes.
Next to that, the larger the citizen’s influence, the smaller the role of the adminis-
tration becomes. Recently the Dutch Council for Public Administration presented
an alternative model, the government participation ladder, which starts at the other
end: let go, facilitate, stimulate, direct, regulate (Raad voor het openbaar bestuur,
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2012). The highest (Arnstein) and the lowest step (Dutch Council for Public Ad-
ministration) of the participation ladder represents self-management, self-direction.
That step is the most wished step.

Participation seems to be happening primarily under the guardianship of govern-
ment. In this way policy lets lie idle a huge reservoir of knowledge and experience.
This leaves us facing a problem when we think about the success of the participa-
tion society as the successor of the welfare state. Veld (2010) states that participa-
tion, if it occurs, is predominantly focuses on gathering information concerning the
preferences of citizens instead of giving influence.

Putnam (2000;1993) pointed out the importance of social capital, which does
not materialise on its own. Social capital grows when used and diminishes when
not used. Social cohesion in our societies is eroding and that in turn undermines the
quality of the society, Putnam states. Perhaps we can look at it differently: present-
day citizens are not so much averse to communities, but prefer a different model,
of less constructed communities (the so-called “small groups”) in which the exclu-
siveness of the classic divisions is traded in for modern networks that are open and
free of obligations. Small-scale, informal communities that are a modern source
of social cohesion, present a welcome addition to vertical, formal initiatives, espe-
cially for young people. An objection to informal groups is that they often recruit
their members from their own socio-economic class, and in this way do not favour
the bridging that is called for (Goede, 2011).

Innovation

We live in an always faster changing world. We change and we are changed. For
that reason it is more than important to look at innovation.

When we give thought to four dominant nowadays ways of innovation (Blue
Ocean Strategy, co-creation, open innovation and crowdsourcing) we can conclude
that open innovation, but particularly crowdsourcing is an innovative approach that
might benefit non-formal education. The most influential innovation is based on the
principle of crowdsourcing, where citizens decide the outcomes (owing to ‘wisdom
of crowds’, see Surowiecki, 2005).

The fact that citizens take the lead in these new innovative techniques perfectly
fits the positioning triangle of the future (Figure 2).

Inferences

The market is not expected to do justice to the public character of public tasks, but
neither can government — amongst others because of NPM - adequately anticipate
new developments and needs of society. Therefore the focus automatically shifts to
citizens and their networks.

There is and will be a shift towards more democracy from below. The public
service sector seems to be best placed in the heart of the triangle. If there is to be a
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balance in the positioning triangle, then the corner of the citizen will have to work
hard to pull activities more from the line state — market towards the centre of the
triangle.

In many European countries non-formal education is moving from the state
corner to the market corner, and considering the end of the welfare state and its
successor: the participation society, the role of citizens will become extremely
important in the coming years. Soon citizens will play a dominant role in non-
formal education and its organisations. This is quite an interesting challenge, but
will not be implemented easily.

Earlier we saw that public services should effectively be positioned more to the
centre of the triangle. The social enterprise — a new legal organisation in the public
sphere that is allowed to make profit but it has to spend this money in the organisation
in the interest of the target group — has structural connections simultaneously with
all three corners. Possibly a solution lies there.

In short

In summary, in this article the positioning triangle of Mouwen (2004) was used
as a steppingstone to carry out the analysis of what is happening and will happen
in our societies.

The first conclusion is that government on its own does not seem to be able
to break through existing processes; it is too firmly rooted in its own past and
its partners in the system to be able to force a breakthrough. With increasing
bureaucratism and civil servants who execute standing policy sine ira et studio it
may also be concluded that individual civil servants cannot be expected to force a
breakthrough here.

The introduction of New Public Management establishes the market economy
into the public sector. Market economy turns out to be a good servant but a bad
master. The market, as we conclude, is insufficiently capable of reducing complexity
to the level where public services can improve the execution of their work. Market
needs a government in its role as director, market superintendent, referee and
defender of public interest.

We discussed the role of the third corner, the citizens’ one, using the notion of
participation. On the (government) participation ladder, the citizen is still a long
way from the role that he is expected to play in shifting from a welfare state to a
participation society. Although government calls for self-government by citizens, this
turns out to be hard to realise in practice. Current participation projects perpetuate
government dominance: the citizen participates in the government’s processes.
However, citizens nowadays do show more independence from participation projects
and cooperation with government. This happens predominantly in informal groups
and lightly structured communities. Using social media, young people nowadays
again behave differently and show pick-and-mix behaviour; informalisation causes a
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shift towards democracy from below. Participation will place the state in a different
position. This puts pressure on the positioning triangle. In light of future developments
the following turned-over triangle seems to become a reality. Citizens move to the top
of the positioning triangle, where market and state support and facilitate them.

Consequences for non-formal education

In a society, with more heterarchical instead of hierarchical relationships, with
settling and adapting, with the lack of power to decide and the division of power to
obstruct shared between all stakeholders, non-formal education will develop into a
different sector.

There will be changing relationships towards the state and the market. The
pedagogues have to deal with the new position of parents and their children. Citizens
will take over — or at least will heavily influence — the structure and organisation of
non-formal education. The experts will be less experts, the government will be less
government, the inspectorate will loose power, the market will be less dominant,
the funding will change. It will not come as a surprise that, in a sector characterised
by accumulation policies over the decades, many stakeholders — each with their
own traditions, logic and policies — will have a place at the table to discuss and
decide non-formal education.

Citizens will increasingly take the lead in public services. It is not to be expected
that these social processes will leave non-formal education untouched. This means
something new has to be thought up, because present forms of participation are not
working to satisfaction. There is still a long way to go towards self-management.

It would not be very effective to continue in the same policy making direction.
New ways of innovation see citizens play a major role, while government and
professionals are in the background, facilitating and motivating. Policy innovations
need to be explored which will tackle the shortcomings of non-formal education,
innovations that move with the process towards a participation society, that meet
social capital, a policy where informal groups have a place, where government
exercises restraint and encouragement through civil servants that allow space
instead of demanding the expert role.
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The time is there for smart people power instead of super state power. The new
future where the corner of the citizen will become more important than anything
else will give non-formal education a strong(er) position. Where formal education
is related to knowledge - to the hard competences, non-formal education is closely
related to empowerment of citizens - to the soft competences. In our modernizing
societies, where knowledge is old and unusable after ten or even after five years (for
that reason there is also a growing importance of lifelong learning), we will see an
increasing role of non-formal education.

Because of this future also the content of non-formal education has to and will
change. Non-formal education needs to pay attention to the citizen of the future,
to prepare children and young people for their future role in the society. They will
have more duties and there will be more opportunities for them in the next decade
then ever. In order to get non-formal education from the line state - market towards
the centre of the triangle the corner of citizen will have to pull hard. This is only
possible when individuals take their responsibility, and probably it is the same as
with democracy: this is not self-evident, this has to be taught. Here we see the huge
interest of non-formal education.

We would make a big mistake when we would ignore the trends of the future.
Maybe we are allowed to quote Descartes: ['indifférence est le plus bas degré de
liberté (indifference is the lowest level of freedom). The appeal to the sector of
non-formal education is clear: be prepared for the basic different role in the coming
years. Not only its fundings, but also its organisations and especially its content will
(have to) change firmly.

The 20th century was to and for the people, whereas the 21st century will be
with and by the people. We are looking forward to a transforming and challenging
future.

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THE METAMORPHOSIS
OF ADULT EDUCATION AND EMPOWERMENT

Jan Gejel

Abstract. Due to globalized economy and 21% century order of things, adult
education will undergo dramatic changes the next many years — if it wishes to meet
the new challenges adequately.

Traditional classroom based up-skilling and recent decades of “traditional
empowerment” will need to adjust to the new paradigms of 21* century learning.

Up-skilling and traditional empowerment are relevant activities only if
the challenge is to find a new job; not if you need to create your own job, go
entrepreneurial or learn to manage constant change.

The article explains the short-comings of traditional adult education and points
to the key elements in emerging adult learning didactics, and links those changes to
the European Commission’s Europe2020 strategies.

Keywords: adult education, 21% century learning, European funding, action and
community based learning

Adults and adult education - clarifications

Obviously the terms “adults” and “adult education” are very broad almost
abstract terms, covering endless groups of people, activities and scenarios of
learning and education.

Therefore it is crucial in this context to clarify who and what we are talking about.

The focus of the following reflections is clearly on adults with less educational
background, of all ages and with limited access to social and educational mobility.
Adult education within this focus refers to formal and non-formal provisions to up-
skill, empower, provide basic competences and empower those adults.

A dentist wishing to learn how to paint is not considered in this context, whereas
a 45 year old factory worker losing her job definitely is.

In short we are addressing the millions of European adults in difficult and
rapidly changing labour market and social situations and the formal and non-formal
provisions offered to tackle those challenges.

The problem we address is the exponentially increasing gap between these
adults’ competences and resources and the 21* century labour market scenarios: is
what we know as adult education able to respond to this gap?
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The 21* century cultural revolution

Backed-up by reports and forecast studies from stakeholders such the OECD,
the World Bank and UNESCO, the European Commission now clearly states that
we need to basically re-think education, and that this calls for no less than a cultural
revolution in educational policy and practice.

These dramatic words come from a far from revolutionary body, representing
almost all European nations, and we should pay considerable attention to this fact
alone: what brings the Commission to repeatedly state such dramatic changes? Not
adjusting or further developing education, but re-thinking education, including its
basic axioms and concepts — and role in society?

It seems that the old classroom and instruction based education paradigms
produced by the needs of the industrial society has finally come to be obsolete,
outdated as well as increasingly becoming an obstacle to change.

Education has become reactionary not in its content but in its form and it is
becoming a conservative force in the society countering change.

The cultural revolution will involve educational policy, the places called
“schools” and the professionals called “teachers”. Academic and educational
legitimacy will be challenged.

All this already started with re-focusing assessment on learning outcomes: not
how many books you read, but what you can do.

Less educated adults will welcome this cultural revolution, as they might finally
be valued for what they can do, and not how academic they are.

Re-thinking education might offer new and fresh winds for less educated adults,
but only “might”. Policy still needs to meet practice.

Whereas re-thinking education might send chock-waves through the academic
world, less educated adults will be less chocked, as traditional education never
worked for them anyway. They were always marginalized through traditional
education; in fact this is why they became less educated. The traditional education
system always drew efficient lines between the academic learners and the other
ones, and it is still doing so. This mechanism was and is embedded in the most
basic paradigms of education, even though increasingly challenges by educational
research and experimentation.

Re-thinking education might therefore, at least in principle, open up new doors
to millions of less educated adults in need of 21 competences to manage emerging
labour market and social changes.

On the other hand re-thinking education is deeply rooted in the dramatic dilemma
between short-term labour market thinking and the long-term real competence
needs of the adults, haunting most national and European educational actions.

The labour market needs rapidly changing skills and adult education policy
needs to respond to that; also to fight increasing unemployment. This caused
adult education to go vocational: in short, give the unemployed or the not up-
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skilled employed precisely the skills needed to match today’s labour market
needs.

Such short-term actions are of course driven by labour market needs and
reducing public spending.

However justified those short-term actions might be, they do not correspond or
respond to the real competence needs of less educated adults. Such competence
needs are not skills based, do not respond to specific emerging labour market needs,
but respond to the long-term needs of less educated adults to cope with rapidly
changing 21* century scenarios.

This dilemma between short-term skilling and long-term competence
development haunts most adult education policy and practice, including the
European funding programs.

The way this dilemma is managed by policy and practice will determine to what
extent re-thinking education will benefit less educated adults.

The original adult education paradigm

In its early forms adult education was linked to enlightenment, aiming to offer
working people in the country and later in the industrial cities access to personal
and cultural development.

In this form adult education was always non-formal, based on personal interests
and never linked to labour market and social conditions.

In the later labour movement forms active citizenship and employees’ rights
were added, but basically the concept was the same.

Along the history of the industrial and later on knowledge societies, more
provisions were offered to allow for example workers, unemployed and migrants
to catch up on school learning or to increase specific skills needed in the changing
jobs. A typical example is, of course, computer skills.

All these provisions, however different they might seem, are based on traditional
classroom and subject instruction, transferring specific skills and knowledge to the
participants, more or less like in schools.

As such adult education was not all that successful, pedagogical research were carried
out to develop more specific adult education didactics and pedagogies. It was obvious
that less educated adults were not benefitting sufficiently from traditional education, and
therefore more learner-sensitive approaches were developed, tested and documented.

Following the initial enlightenment, basic skills and civic participation periods,
adult education developed in two major directions (still maintaining at the same time
the traditional adult education offers): the empowermental and the up-skilling.

The empowermental adult education paradigm
During the last couple of centuries various forms of empowermental adult
education emerged, partly based on new migration patterns across Europe,
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but also based on a critical attitude towards traditional classroom based
instruction.

The empowermental approach is not aiming to train certain skills, based on
labour market needs, but more focused on long-term personal capacity building,
based on the individual’s life and work experiences and based on the individuals’
talents, wishes and expectations.

Often such empowerment processes ran through long periods, as they
often included quite complicated personal change and capacity building. The
empowerment processes take into account relevant labour market needs, but are
much more life direction oriented than labour market oriented.

Such empowermental didactics represent a big change from traditional or
“modern” adult education provisions, and to some extent they have been quite
successful, in particular in relation to forced change situations and migration.

However, whereas traditional adult education (including its pedagogic
adjustments) remains imprisoned in the industrial instruction parameters, most
empowermental adult education seems to remain within socio-psychological
mentality processes, normally not confronting the social realities around the mental
laboratories.

This might be one of the reasons that such empowermental processes sometimes do
not work well for for example long-term unemployed factory or construction workers.
After several empowerment courses they simple lose trust in such provisions.

Adult education as up-skilling

The other direction emerging on top of the more traditional civic participation
adult education was the systematic up- and re-skilling of less educated workers.

Labour market and social service policy worked together to offer massive local,
national or even European up-skilling and re-skilling programs, based on labour
market statistics and forecast studies.

In this case adult education is used to adjust the labour force to systematic
changes in the labour market, and to direct the masses towards such gaps.

Up-skilling often addressed technology and ICT, whereas re-skilling typically
addressed the construction, industrial and healthcare sectors.

However, re-skilling is not an easy enterprise and often the labour market
changed before the identified gaps were closed.

It is still an important priority in European funding to bring education and labour
markets closer together to prevent skills shortages in the future. Obviously such
alert forecasting is becoming increasingly difficult due to rapidly changing labour
markets and national and global economies. The education system is not able to
keep up with the exponentially changing economies and “skills needs”.

The problem in 21* century adult education is precisely whether skills are needed
at all — and how empowerment can turn to real change.
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Soon many young people will be leaving school with the same problem as less
academic learners have been doing for ages: what I learned today didn’t help me
much in real life.

New adult “education” paradigms

From the historic limitations and deficiencies of these adult education
paradigms, new and very different “adult education” is emerging and called for
across Europe, questioning the very basic assumptions, approaches and methods in
adult education.

In a recent paper I discussed the need to directly deconstruct education to
reconstruct or construct learning and creation. Deconstructing is in this context
linked to Derrida’s deconstruction philosophy in which old structures do not simple
disappear, but are destructured and disseminated across new paradigms.

Deconstructing education seems necessary to enable us to ask such questions as:
what is learning and how does it take place?

In fact we even need to question the basic elements in what we call “pedagogy”,
as it seems that “pedagogy” in its different forms is closely linked to teachings
methodologies in instruction, classroom and school institutions.

Perhaps we need to focus more on innovating what is signified by the term
“didactics”, if we understand “didactics” as the ways in which learning I basically
organized.

Because what is at stake in re-thinking education is precisely reflecting on “how
learning is and can be organized” — to be relevant in the 21st century, changing
stability as the norm into constant change as the norm.

Perhaps a bit too philosophically, we need perhaps to make sure that we do
not make the mistake of replacing one paradigm (“adult education”) with another
simple paradigm, as paradigms are now subject to constant and dynamic changes.

A new approach to adult learning should include such dynamics and include
re-defining adult learning as in integrated element in future adult learning
constructions.

In short, we experience a movement from classroom pedagogy via empowerment
pedagogies to what simplified could be called action and community based
learning.

We will try to describe the most important elements in such approaches along
this paper; however a very important element in this emerging approach is that
learning takes place through interacting with, impacting and changing the realities
in which the subject acts, thus working to change the individual from an object of
change into a subject of change.

Such changes will precisely send shock waves through the traditional as well as
less traditional education system, as it will question the very concept of “school” or
“education institution”.
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Such changes and experimentation will of course call for brave leadership, lately
well described by OECD and Fundaci6é Jaume Bofill Barcelona in the book about
Learning Leadership.

21* century learning

Rapidly changing social and labour market scenarios, communication forms,
life orientations and meanings of learning obviously call for a long line of new
and dynamic competences, in particular among less educated adults who might
precisely not have the resources, the tools or the mentality to manage such change
scenarios:

Labour market shifts at least 5 times during an active labour market career

New work forms in the labour market, including integration of work and social
life

Managing very different and sometimes unpredictable work situations, including
project work, full employment, working from home, considerable periods of
learning, unemployment, volunteering and entrepreneurial initiatives

Permanent development of new knowledge forms and content

The need to manage change and emerging scenarios of learning through personal
initiative-taking and joining forces with people in the same situation

Social and work scenarios including mobility at national, European and
international levels

And including managing the many social changes resulting from such
scenarios.

As can easily be seen, such change scenarios cannot at all be addressed by
old respondings, such as enlightenment, up-skilling or even long-term personal
capacity building.

Less educated adults, no matter the age, are the hardest hit by such dynamics.

We need not sentimentally regret the loss of the old stabilities, as they really
never opened many doors to less educated adults anyway. But!

But — it is only possible to view those new dynamics as positive opportunities,
if one has the competences, tools and mentality to do so. If not, changes will be
conceived as endless threats.

What do dynamic competences mean?

A dynamic competence is a meta-competence, but not an academic meta-
competence as learning to learn sometimes can be interpreted as.

It is a competence to create competences in constant interaction with practice,
communities and changing scenarios; to create knowledge, action, innovation, and
new practice ad hoc, on the flight, when needed and not depending on institutional
education and training, and to team up with groups of people in joint ventures,
from the neighboring village as well as from Korea or Brazil, as well as in constant
changing mix realities of digital and social worlds.
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Such dynamic competences are needed in the new combination of personal,
social and professional life.

Dynamic competence is based on intervention: competences and learning is
brought about through intervention in the reality.

The old relative stabilities and “phase based changes” of the industrial and
post-industrial society are gone and replaced by an exponentially changing global
economic energy so strong that economies can alter local, national and global
structures in a few weeks. Local is no longer “local”; a vocational training can be
obsolete after a few months.

Education “systems” cannot by definition respond adequately to such changes,
and therefore the very idea of an education “system” is to be questioned.

Many educations and governments across Europe are responding defensively
to these challenges, resulting in stronger and larger systems, more control and
centralization, which is precisely what is not needed to become in flow with 21
century realities.

Create your job

Not so long ago, an adult worker might lose her job and get another one. Perhaps
some up-skilling was needed, but anyway.

For millions of adults across Europe this is no longer the case: if you lose your
job, you will not get another one.

Up-skilling, re-skilling and personal empowerment is offered. But such offers
are increasingly powerless.

Many then realizes that the new scenarios call for more fundamental changes
and reflections, such as to mentality, life expectations, ethics, the meaning of life
and work, creating ones missions, etc.

Such “re-thinking” one’s life is dramatic, demanding and complex.

It is not about acquiring a new skill, but about mentality change, and such a
mentality change is not easy if you are 55 years old.

“Adult education” does not offer to guide, support and motivate such long-term
change processes. Traditional course structure and traditional funding of adult
education cannot respond to those needs.

Holistic, complex, personalized and flexible change support is needed to meet
the new realities for millions of Europeans.

An important dimension in such change support is entrepreneurship; not in the
traditional sense only, in which you establish your own business, but more in the
sense of entrepreneurial mentality: the mentality of intervention, of interacting
with and changing reality, taking very different forms of initiatives, joining
forces, breaking through instead of breaking down, including social innovation,
inventing new things and services, greening the community, putting pressure on
local governments and private stakeholders. The hyper-dynamic global economy
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offers endless economic opportunities, no matter where you live and what
education you have.

One might cherish or criticize this hyper-capitalistic global economy, but for
the individual citizen it offers endless economic opportunities, and some of those
opportunities could even be called “anti-capitalistic” opportunities.

However, to interact in new ways with market, community, policy-makers and
private companies, one need to develop dynamic competence: you need to change,
learn, create, challenge yourself, join forces, accept failures and much more to be
able to benefit from the dynamic economies. One might even need to change other
life structures to do this.

In short, and somewhat simplified, one need to gamify life.

The point is, now, that all this cannot be taught, instructed, transmitted and
learned in the traditional or modern versions of adult education.

Such dynamic competences, including for example entrepreneurial mentality,
can only be brought about by long-term open processes composed by taking action
in the community and time-out learning when needed, useful and relevant, no
matter if language, technology or financing is on the agenda.

Manage change

One of the most important elements in dynamic competence is obviously the
capacity to manage change.

In the old times, such as yesterday, change came about in certain periods. We
talked about “times of change”. In the globalized economy change is the reality, the
order of things. Change is not the exception but the rule; change is a key if not the
key driver of economy and social life.

Many years ago clever McLuhan said “the medium is the message”, and today
we might say “change is the driver (of change)”!

This calls for mentalities of change: mentalities that do not see change as a
threat, but as a new opportunity, mentalities that “live change”, are in flow with
change, work with change and explore change.

Change is about one’s occupation, how to learn, how to communicate, how to
integrate professional, social and personal life.

This means that a dynamic competence to manage change is not about “surviving
change” or “getting through change”, but about the capacity and mentality to “be
in change”.

How does this look to an unemployed factory worker, losing her job at the age
of 557

Or to a 43 years old construction worker with almost no useful educational
background?

Or to the 34 years old migrant fighting to learn the new language?

So, we need adult education courses about change management, right?
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No, not right.

We need flexible, entrepreneurial, cross-sector funded community learning
centers, able to host and support such long-term competence development in close
interaction with the realities of work, innovation, social life and the community
at large, allowing adults to learn, network and create economy at the same time,
constantly taking action in reality (local as well as global) and basing the work
principles on intervention: changing oneself and changing reality is a dialectic
process, even including political action and active citizenship.

Managing change is not a course, but the result of such open and integrated
processes.

Europe2020 and beyond

In times of scarce national funding for such experimentation, one might look
towards European funding for such initiatives.

Many important European policies and papers and programs are developed
recently, clearly pointing in the same direction as this paper.

Page after page could be filled with quotations and evidence of such 21* century
experimentation, and especially in connection with adult education and the millions
of unemployed Europeans, and unemployed young Europeans.

However, such adult learning laboratories, replacing the classrooms, are hard to
fund within for example the Erasmus+ program.

In fact adult education almost disappeared into vocational training during the
design of the new program, but was saved in the last minute.

Adult education is still a strange thing in European funding, living a marginal
life and embracing all sorts of activities and ideas, and as always extremely low
funded. The Horizon research program offers little support, and the Social Fund
will probably be more and more so-called “labour market directed”, meaning up-
skilling, re-skilling and other short-term interventions.

Erasmus+ is still very sector oriented and adult education is not a high priority,
which contradicts Europeran policy.

It seems as traditional concervativism still haunts the programing of European
policy, devaluating the often very progressive and positive policy work: the
operationalization of policy into programs seems to reduce innovation.

In short, what millions of less educated European adults need is (still) difficult
to fund through European programs.

The attempt to merge adult education into vocational training speaks for itself.

Comparing adult education funding to higher education funding and to Horizon
also speaks for itself.

In the dusk of traditional adult education there is a great need for experimentation
with 21 century adult learning didactics, be it formal or non-formal — themselves
being relics from traditional adult education.

A solid funding of such experimentation at European level is not likely within
the Europe2020 framework.
Therefore communities need to join forces to create such experimentation.

Joining forces

Adult education is the weakest sector in European education, and functions as a
mishmash of all sorts of activities, not fitting into the other sectors, and with a very
low and weak profile; all this mostly due to its history.

In general politics does not take adult learning very seriously.

This is why stakeholders need to join forces and take action, not allowing this
important field to be governed by public policy and practice, whether at local or
European level.

Open community centers of learning, innovation and entrepreneuring can
and should be established in collaboration between private stakeholders, public
authorities, social sector players and different forms of NGO’s working with young
adults, adults or seniors.

The participation of private stakeholders and NGO’s will help establish
competence development and entrepreneurial mentality in such a center, not falling
back to traditional school and classroom structures.

In fact this is what the European Commission calls for: cross-sector initiatives
creating hubs, laboratories and working spaces in the heart of the community and
addressing all sorts of community needs, interests and innovations while at the same
time offering non-academic adults real-life and entrepreneurial practices of learning.

Adult learning and competence development should not be imprisoned
by traditional education systems, academic pedagogy or static labour market
services (all of which also can be described as power systems, with reference to
Foucault), but should be allowed open community based laboratories for learning,
experimentation and innovation — interacting closely with private business, creative
professionals and drivers of social and societal change.

Such community learning stakeholders might be a bank, a chamber of commerce,
a theater, an environmental NGO or a research center.

As a colleague from a learning community in Israel once said: dont think
municipality, think community.

What less educated adults need

Let us briefly sum up examples of what less educated adults and young adults
need to cope with the 21* century and to find directions:

— Open community spaces to learn, network, take new initiatives and team up
with other adults — with a strong entrepreneurial spirit and open mind-sets

— Resources to insert learning elements when needed, relevant and useful to the
adults’ missions
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— Learning as practical interaction with the community, from business to social
services and greening the economy

— Long-term support to follow their interests, talents or aspiration, be it within
language, technology, sport or social innovation

— Strong support structures, inserted in their community interaction, to build
capacity to exploit all sort of creative technologies and online business opportunities,
but always embedded in the learners’ own missions

— Flexible work and learning structures, including real-life missions, and mixed
forms of employment, project based work and small experiments

— Strong support in the fields of entrepreneuring, funding of ideas and creating
economies

— The opportunity to learn and create at different speed, in different ways and
allowing both positive and negative experience to be sources of learning.

As can be seen, such environments are not classroom or school based, and
competence development is always linked to experimental and experiential practice,
intervention and change.

Such centers might be able to transform passive receivers of social benefit into
creators of things, situations and services: an unemployed adult is not an underdog
begging for a new job, but a citizen missioned to create new opportunities in the
community and beyond.

An unemployed 55 year old worker is therefore not a problem, but a resource.

However, this will take a “cultural revolution” in education and beyond, as
stated by the European Commission.

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Abstract. This paper describes a case study of a training programme for teachers in
non-formal literacy education programmes for adults using ethnographic approaches.
It first sets the conceptual framework on which the programme was developed,
both the definition of non-formal education used in this programme, and also the
nature of informal learning which creates the need for an ethnographic approach to
training. Secondly, it outlines the development and the implementation of the training
programme in three settings (India, Ethiopia and Uganda). Finally, it discusses its
usefulness and the elements of transferability in it to other forms of NFE.

At first sight, it may seem to some anomalous to talk about training teachers for
non-formal education (NFE). For NFE is meant to be informal, and teachers in non-
formal learning programmes (tutors, trainers, facilitators etc) too are or should be
non-formal - taken often from the local community, given the maximum freedom to
develop their own teaching programmes, with self-made teaching-learning materials
and non-formal methods of the assessment of the learning achieved. Much work-
based training, for example, uses other workers as the trainers rather than trained
teachers. Should we train such NFE teachers, and if so, in what way? I shall argue
that while much will depend on what we mean by NFE, however we approach
NFE, such training to teach would need itself to be non-formal rather than formal.

I. The conceptual framework

The programme described in this paper was built on a strongly argued conceptual
framework which comprised two main elements, a fully worked-out view of NFE
and an understanding of informal learning. It will be necessary to outline these
concepts in some detail.

1. Non-formal Education

The term ‘non-formal education’ is today used in a very wide range of senses,
and it is important that when the term is used, we should try to assess which of
its many meanings is dominant in that context. There are two main groups of
definitions in use among writers about NFE (Rogers 2004).
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Non-formal settings: Many people see NFE as all education ‘outside of formal
educational establishments’ (Coombs and Ahmed 1976; see, for example, EC 2001,
“Non-formal learning is not provided by an education or training institution”). This
is the most common (and oldest) definition of NFE, that it is the context rather than
the education that is non-formal. Any learning programme not provided by a school
or college or held in an educational establishment is seen as being non-formal. We
can think of many examples - training programmes in a work place; scouts and
guides meeting in ‘huts’, health training and pre-natal clinics held in clinics and
other centres; religious study groups in churches, mosques, or private houses; etc.

But this has a number of problems. It does not tell us what ‘education’ is - it
assumes all ‘education is education’, wherever it is held. It does not answer the
question, can ‘education’ itself be formal and non-formal? While there are those
who argue that any learning programme will be substantially influenced by the
setting in which it is held, it is not clear if holding a learning programme outside
of an educational establishment will always and essentially make it different. The
experience of open and distance learning where the same learning programmes are
provided in many different contexts suggests otherwise. While it may be possible
to identify some of the ways in which the formal and non-formal settings may
influence the learning, there are many instances of formal learning programmes
being held off-campus remaining formal. And we all know of learning programmes
which are non-formal although provided by and held in educational establishments
out of hours - adult education classes in a school in the evenings, for example. We
can even see non-formal education taking place among the school pupils on school
premises (drama groups, debating societies, chess clubs, sports coaching etc). And
some independent learning programmes outside of school and college are clearly
formal - such as driving lessons or a First Aid certificate course etc.

Non-formal process: So that others feel that it is the ‘education’ that is non-
formal rather than the context - i.e. it is flexible education, not formalised in terms of
timing, content, teaching approaches and/or methods of assessment and evaluation
(Rogers 2004). Here group theory is helpful formal groups, like the army or the
police, do not change when someone joins or leaves, while informal groups, such
as a drama society or a sports team, do change according to who belongs and who
does not belong. Similarly, formal education is standardised, the same for all the
learners in that programme irrespective of the setting, with a ‘one-size-fits-all’
curriculum and course content; non-formal education on the other hand is adapted
more or less to the specific group of student-learners in the educational programme -
it is to some degree tailor-made.

This view suggests that there are degrees of formality and non-formality (Colley
et al., 2003), that formal and non-formal education shade imperceptibly from one
to the other. The difference lies in how far the learning programme is adapted to the
individual aptitudes, aspirations and experiences of the particular group of learners
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involved (Campbell and Burnaby 2001). If there is a high level of adaptation, then
there is a high level of non-formality. A university chemistry course is almost never
adapted to each different group of learners, it is standardised, decontextualised.
Private music lessons on the other hand are usually adapted to the abilities and
wishes of the student-learner; they are very non-formal. Not completely, especially
if the learner wishes to take some of the formal assessments and to achieve different
levels of certification; but even here they are still largely non-formal.

Here then is the vital key to non-formal education - adapting to what the
student-learners bring with them to the learning programme. It is a truism of adult
education that adult student-learners bring with them to the learning programmes a
wide range of experience and expectations, of aspirations and abilities, of learning
styles and preferences (Cross 1981; Merriam and Cafarella 1999; Brookfield 1986
etc). But this is true of all learners, including children in school. In particular, it is
widely recognised that all student-learners bring with them what have been called
in different contexts;

— pre-understanding - some existing knowledge, some perceptions about the
subject, what it is and what it is not - a pre-understanding which prejudices them
towards or against some kinds of learning, which determines what they see and
what they do not see. They often deny they have this but it is there all the same
(Gadamer 1975; Turner 1975; Bleicher 1980; etc) .

— some existing ‘funds of knowledge’ and banks of skills which they have
acquired through experience; this has been widely explored in the context of work-
based learning (Marsick and Watkins 1990; Moll et al 1992, 2005; Hager 2004 etc),
but in all other contexts, such funds of knowledge and banks of skills exist;

— some ‘frames of reference’, some meaning schedules which determine what
they see as being relevant to the new learning and what is not relevant (Cranton
1994; Mezirow 2000 etc). Much that they know and do is not defined as the subject
matter of the NFE programme; for example, as we shall see below, many people
do some writing and reading in their daily life activities but do not see these as
‘literacy’ which (to them) is something done in a classroom or with formal texts.
Their meaning frame of ‘literacy’ is restricted to formal literacy practices.

—some ‘social imaginaries’, commonly held pictures of reality drawn from their
local communities, and with these come the common Discourses, the language they
use to express those ‘social imaginaries’ (Taylor 2004; Gee 1990, 2005).

(These are discussed in more detail in Rogers, forthcoming).

The level of non-formality in any educational programme, I would argue,
depends on how far the learning programme is adapted to meet what the learners
bring or how far it requires the learner to adapt to the learning programme.

Two criteria for NFE: We have then two different criteria for assessing the
formality or non-formality of any learning programme. The context definition tends

to see NFE and formal education as separate categories: any educational programme
may be seen as either formal or non-formal. Whereas the process definition can be
seen as a continuum - every educational programme will contain some formal and
some non-formal elements. The difference between these two approaches results in
some anomalies, some apparently contradictory statements; thus for instance, that
one can speak of formal education in non-formal contexts or non-formal education
inside formal educational establishments rather than that all education outside of
schools and colleges is different from all education inside schools and colleges.

So much for educational theory. Studies of what actually happens on the ground
suggest that both are in fact happening. There are formal and non-formal contexts
which influence the kind of learning achievements in NFE (see e.g. Egetenmeyer
2011, 2012) - although non-formal contexts are so wide, comprising the whole of
life outside school and college (work, leisure, home, community, religion etc) that
one wonders if ‘outside of educational institutions’ is a category at all. Equally,
there are educational programmes using formal and non-formal processes to varying
degrees. So that we can see all learning programmes, formal and non-formal, as
lying within a matrix:

formal setting

school lessons | school choirs, clubs
university lectures | university sports etc

formal process non-formal process

driving lessons | workplace training/
private music lessons for exams apprenticeships scouts

non-formal setting

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2. Informal learning"

The second major ingredient to our programme was that of informal learning
(Rogers 2014; Jeffs and Smith 1990; Carter 1997; Schugurensky 2000; Hager
2001; Livingston 2001, 2002; Smith 2002; Straka 2004; Werquin 2007; Hager and
Halliday 2009).

The recognition of three kinds of learning, formal, non-formal and informal,
is now widely acknowledged, for example by the Global Report on Learning
(UNESCO 2009; EC 2001; see Colardyn and Bjornavold 2004; for overviews
of learning, see Corte 2010; Belanger 2011). It has on several occasions been
described as ‘the iceberg’ of learning (Coffield 2000; Livingston 2002 etc). Formal
and non-formal learning (both planned programmes of learning) are the tip of the
iceberg, above the water level. But the nature of the base of the iceberg, informal
learning, is only now being explored (Rogers forthcoming). What is below the
water level, unseen, is larger and more influential than that which is above. This
kind of learning is everyday learning, not in learning programmes. It is universal
- everyone learns. It is ubiquitous - it takes place everywhere, during the course
of everyday interactions and activities, at work, in leisure, in social movements, in
community activities (Rogoff and Lave 1984; Overwien 2005). It is unplanned - it
takes place in a sequence which occurs ‘naturally’ rather than in any systematic
way. It is continuous - unlike formal and non-formal learning programmes, it does
not start or finish, it carries on for the whole life. It comes from life and it is for
life (Richardson and Wolfe 2001; Erstad and Sefton-Green 2013) - it provides the
knowledge, skills and understanding which enable us to manage our lives and work
towards fulfilling our aspirations. Adults and children (I nearly said, ‘even children’
but I mean ‘especially children’) learn informally, though not unpurposefully - it is
after allhow all of us learned our first language, by listening, copying, experimenting,
communicating, with our social environment.

It is informal learning that helps us to develop our attitudes, our values, our
aspirations, the areas of our confidence and lack of it, our identities. While formal
and non-formal learning contribute, they are very much less influential in these areas
than informal learning. Our preferences are acquired informally from interaction
with our peers, from the films we watch, from the activities we engage in within
our social and cultural context. This is very deep emotional learning, tied in with
our sense of who we are.

Much of this learning (like language) is socially desirable and necessary - i.e.
socialisation. But a great deal can be socially undesirable. Racial prejudice, drugs,
domestic violence and gangs are all learned informally, from our communities of
street, playground or work place, and from the media etc.

But - and here is the key point - most of this learning is unconscious learning,
unseen, below the water level. Our pre-understanding is based on assumptions,
basic patterns of expected normality which we have learned from our experiences.
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Our funds of knowledge and banks of skills are ‘tacit” - we do not know we know,
although we use the knowledge and the skills we have learned informally as well as
formally all the time in the course of our daily lives (for tacit knowledge, see Polanyi
1967/1983; Reber 1993; Berg 1994; Bjornavold 2000;Eraut 2000; Rose 2004; Evans
and Kersh 2004). Our frames of reference are those definitions by which we judge
whether something is what it says it is without us being conscious of'it. And our social
imaginaries as revealed by our conversation are what we believe are commonly held
pictures - except that we rarely see them but simply talk about them as if everyone
else shares our views. It never occurs to us to question them.

This is why student-learners often say they are ignorant of the subject being
learned -and believe it - because they do not know what they know, or they do not
see what they do know as being relevant to the topic. What they have been engaged
in during the course of their lives is not seen by them as ‘learning’; this is not their
frame of meaning of ‘learning’. Learning, they feel, is something that goes on in
school or classes, during tuition; it is not everyday life experiences.

The dilemma of teachers in NFE

If then we take the view that Non-Formal Education is that education which is
most adapted to take as full account as possible of what each of the learners brings
with them to the learning programme; and if we accept the view that much of what
they bring has been acquired through informal learning and that they don’t know
what they possess (both positively and negatively), we have the ingredients of a
major dilemma for teachers in all forms of education, and with it the justification
for a specific training programme for such teachers. Indeed, it can be argued that
teachers in NFE need such a training programme even more than teachers in formal
education. For the key question becomes: if [ am to adapt my learning programme
to what the specific group of learners bring, how can [ find out what they bring -
what pre-understanding, what funds of knowledge and banks of skills, what frames
of reference, what social imaginaries they already possess?

This is not a matter of option for any teacher in NFE - or indeed in formal
education. Nor is it just a matter that such prior learning can be helpful for our
learning programme (Aarts et al 1999). Rather, it forms the foundation for all new
learning; for all learning builds on prior learning, it never stands alone. But equally
much of this informal learning can be a barrier to the new learning or can interfere
with it, distort the new as it is adapted to the existing learning frameworks. What
any student-learner brings to any learning programme, formal and non-formal, is
vital for the success of the programme. But it is particularly necessary in the case
of NFE, for, as we have suggested, the main aim of NFE is to adapt its programme
to the learning group.

How then can any teacher in NFE find out what the student-learners bring with
them? It will of course be very important to ask the student-learners, to engage
with them in discussion, and (especially for social imaginaries) to listen to the
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language they use, including (as Mary Hamilton has recently pointed out, Hamilton
2012) to the metaphors they employ. This will be a vital element in any exploration
of the contribution the learners can make to the learning programme.

But it will not be enough - for their responses will be limited to what they
believe they know and what they think is relevant to the subject of the new learning.
And since most of the pre-understanding, funds of knowledge and banks of skills,
the frames of reference and the social imaginaries are tacit, basic assumptions, the
student-learners cannot answer fully. Much that they know lies buried deep in their
unconscious; and much that is known to them will not be defined as at all relevant
to the learning programme. To give an example: one of the key findings of an
ethnographic-style study conducted recently is that many people who are defined
as ‘illiterate’ - and who define themselves as ‘illiterate’ - not having attended school
or adult literacy classes, in fact use informal literacy practices in their daily life
activities. But when asked about their own ‘literacies’ in this research project, some
did not see these activities at all, while others saw them but did not define them as
‘literacy’; as one such respondent put it, ‘this is not your literacy’ (Nabi et al 2009;
see also Rogers and Street 2012). In other words, the frame of reference they were
using for ‘literacy’ was limited to the kinds of reading and writing that went on in
a classroom or with formal texts; it excluded the informal scrawls which some of
them produced.

It was with this key question, exploring ways to help teachers in NFE unearth
what their student-learners bring to the classes, in mind that the LETTER training
programme for teachers in NFE was created and implemented.

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CONTINUING EDUCATION
AS SHARED SOCIAL LEARNING

Abstract. Today continuing education builds up the traditional pedagogic
objective for development and improvement of the competences of various groups
of trainees. Adult education integrates psychological and social aims for choice of
self-realization, social interaction and career development.

The present article aims at presenting the role of continuing education in a
broader psychosocial context with a focus on people with disabilities, and it includes
a brief review of the international literature on the issue and the good examples of
the Bulgarian social practice.

Continuing education of people with disabilities takes a specific place within
the system of adult education. It is based on the knowledge about the human rights
and the rights of people with disabilities and it is influenced by the understanding
of the contribution of people with disabilities to the society. It contributes by itself
to the social inclusion of people with disabilities. Those psychosocial aspects of the
continuing education deserve the attention of the educational institutions, employers
and policy makers.

WHY LIFELONG LEARNING AND WHY
LEARNING CITIES?

Michael Osborne
University of Glasgow

Abstract. This article is based on a key presentation made in May 2014 at the
Townsville Learning Cities conference in Australia, one of a series of regional events
organized by the Australian Learning Community Network?. The presentation
sought to answer a series of specific questions that had been posed by the city of
Townsville as follows:

What are the Community benefits of a local government emphasis on lifelong
learning?

How do we engage youth in learning?

How do we reengage adults in learning after formal learning?

How do we maintain engagement in learning throughout the life-course?

What examples exist internationally for maintaining community participation
in learning?

This is a specific example of one small city in Australia, but the issues raised
might pertain to many other cities in the world.

Keywords: learning cities, lifelong learning, place, health

Introduction

Traditionally there have been two dominant themes in the area of lifelong learning
(see for example EC 2001). Firstly there has been a focus on the issue of social
justice and social inclusion. Particular groups have been systematically excluded
from the formal sector by virtue of their social status, race and ethnicity, gender,
disability or geographical location. Many are disadvantaged in multiple ways.
Widening participation to HE for these under-represented groups as the system has
massified is perhaps the most obvious manifestation of policies to rectify inequity.
The second theme has focussed on economic benefits. The essential arguments
have been that there are financial gains to be made from engagement in learning.

Furthermore neither social benefits nor economic benefits are simply individual
ones. Benefits accrue to communities, businesses, the public sector and the
providers of learning if more people engage. All of these stakeholders are connected
synergistically in a common regional or city space. This leads us to the idea of the
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‘learning city’ or ‘learning region’, a framework that has been promoted for some
time as a focus for lifelong learning (CERI/OECD 1992; OECD 2001a; Eckert et
al. 2012; Kearns, Osborne and Yang 2013)

In fact the idea that learning is intimately linked to place can be traced back to
Ancient Greece and the writings of Plato from 2500 years ago (Longworth and
Osborne 2010). I personally am involved in a new project funded by the Royal
Society of Edinburgh, concerned with Gaza as a Learning City in the 7" century led
by one of our Professors of Classics.

The more recent literature defines the learning city/region in various ways, but
crudely we can think of a continuum. At one end of this continuum lies an economic
focus on creating an infrastructure of educational opportunity that might attract
inward investment from business. A possible response is that employers might be
attracted by a learning infrastructure that supports the continuing development of
their workers at all levels and create a supply of suitably skilled workers. At the
other end of the continuum a learning city/region refers to the creation of learning
networks that promote and enhance social cohesion and inclusion

Social Inclusion

When I became first involved in the field of adult education in the early 1980s, it
was in connection with access to higher education initiatives, and this work was very
closely connected with providing opportunities to those who had been systemically
excluded from learning. Since I was working in London, the main emphasis was
race and ethnicity, and I was involved in a number of the early programmes that
sought to provide access for Afro-Caribbeans and Bangladeshis to vocational fields,
such as teaching and social work. In Scotland where I have worked since the late
1980s the emphasis has been on exclusion by virtue of socio-economic class.

This has been an imperative also throughout the European Union and can be traced
back to the White Paper on Lifelong Learning (EC 1995) and the Memorandum on
Lifelong Learning (EC 2001). Further in these documents, the rhetoric is not simply
about access to Higher Education and other types of formal education, but all forms
of lifelong learning in formal, non-formal and informal sites of learning. We also see
manifestations of such imperatives across Europe (see Osborne 2003) and in many
other parts of the world. For example, in Australia there were programmes to promote
access to Higher Education that concentrated on seven targeted equity groups with a
federal initiative, 4 Fair Chance for All (Department of Employment, Education and
Training (DEET) 1990). In the US there have been many efforts over the years. On
16 January 2014, at a White House summit for higher education, President Obama
launched an official national campaign to make college education more affordable and
more accessible. Here the focus is not only on ‘getting in’, but ‘getting on’, referring
to the notion that access is no guarantee of successful graduation, and attention has to
be given also to retention by providing support within HE.
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In the US going to university is consistently marketed as the key to success in
life, and a means to achieving social mobility. However here as in other parts of the
world the economic and the social are not dichotomous. However as we can see in
Europe, lifelong learning and the development of human capital in the face of the
forces of competition, globalization and new technologies is a forceful rhetoric.
This tends to accentuate the economic benefits of lifelong in policy

An Economic Agenda

There are good reasons in the economies of the west for this focus on lifelong
learning. Since the mid-1980s a range of macro-economic issues have been to
the fore. These include changes in the nature of occupations with the decline of
traditional industries and the associated demand for craft training, and the increase
in the services sector. In an increasingly globalised marketplace with many barriers
to trade being broken down by the removal of tariffs and the use of information
technology, economies have striven to become more competitive. These changes
in business practices have led to responses from governments to place more
emphasis on how the vocational and higher education sectors can contribute to the
development of human capital development.

This economic focus has led to a degree of individualism where learning has been
presented by governments as a personal responsibility to ensure personal competitiveness.
Skills development becomes a pre-requisite for employability, both initial and continuing.
If learning is not directly linked to an economic outcome and is rather for wider personal
development in the liberal tradition them even more it is viewed as a personal responsibility.
We have seen the state remove its support for adult education in this liberal tradition in
many parts of the world, including New Zealand, Australia and the UK.

Learning providers have been challenged as well inrecent decades. Historically
they have offered a fixed supply of learning opportunity, which potential students
take or leave. Now to a certain degree are expected to respond to the needs and
demands of diverse student populations in a range of ways, offering courses
in various modes, and in places and times that suit students. The very recent
manifestation of this focus has been Massive Open Online Courses (MOOC:sS).

The rhetoric of choice and flexibility at an individual level would also suggest
that rather than focusing on front-end provision in the early years, institutions
should structure their offer around continuing provision across the life-cycle. At the
same time the policies of governments would need to support this through funding
approaches. An interesting model that addressed this in 2002 was the Scottish
Parliament’s proposal of a lifelong learning allowance of 5 years of learning based
on spending that credit through the life-course.

Another implication is a move from discipline specific education and training
to skills and competencies for Lifelong Learning based on transferable skills and
core competence
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In summary, the arguments for lifelong learning from an economic perspective
suggestion that competition in a global market is compromised because a skills
deficit exist and that more well qualified individuals are needed for the labour
market. Further for individuals there is an economic payoff in achieving higher
qualifications (see OECD 2001b), and also that in expanding the system of post-
compulsory education there will also be widening and an increase in social justice,
social inclusion and mobility.

The Importance of Place

The preceding sections have focused largely on formal education, and broad
social and economic arguments. [ now turn to some of the wider benefits of lifelong
learning and the role of place, which I argue as being a very important consideration
as is early intervention, and family/community based interventions.

The recently published Child Poverty Strategy In Scotland speaks of the ‘need
to break the cycles of poverty, deprivation, unemployment, health inequalities and
poor educational attainment which have become deeply embedded in our society,
particularly in our disadvantaged communities’ (Scottish Government, 2013:7).

Healthy children are more likely to perform well at school and young people
with high levels of educational attainment are more likely to find high quality
employment. In turn Good Places (i.e. the social, economic, cultural and physical
environment) lead to better health (Scottish Government, 2011). Good places
contain healthy people, who are more likely to enter learning, gain qualifications
and become employed. Furthermore they will then become more civically-minded
engaged citizens.

The first question posed to me from Townsville was: What are the Community
benefits of a local government emphasis on lifelong learning?

It is clear that a place-based approach is vital, and these approaches have to
be developed community by community since each community has its particular
challenges. It is clear that communities benefit from a lifelong learning approach,
but it must be a customized approach.

However there are a complex set of interactions in place - the links are clear, but
they are not uni-directional. Also whilst we can see correlations between variables,
it is impossible to say convincingly what causes what. For example, whilst it is
clear that healthier children are likely to be more successful learners, the converse
may also be the case.

The Marmot Review (2010) in the UK identified education as one of the
key social determinants of health. As formal education tends to finish by early
adulthood, poor educational outcomes can cast a long shadow over the life course.
The Review argues that lifelong learning is one of the key interventions to reduce
health inequalities and presents evidence of associations between participation in
various types of adult learning and improvements in well-being, health, and health-
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related behaviours. Such evidence requires systematic and longitudinal studies,
such as the work of Feinstein and Hammond (2004), which used data obtained from
the 1958 British Birth Cohort. The Marmot Review provides many examples of the
association between learning and health amongst adults®, some of which follow:

— Adults who engaged in at least one academic, accredited course increased
their levels of exercise

—Those who took at least one vocational, accredited course reduced their alcohol
consumption

— Other studies have estimated the effect of education on reducing the risk of
depression during adulthood

— Studies of adults in their 30s and 40s have reported a correlating relationship
between measures of participation in learning and outcomes such as life
satisfaction and/or psychological wellbeing. Amongst these older adults, it was
leisure courses, rather than vocational courses, which appeared to have significant
effects.

The benefits in this area are not simply social, but also economic and should also
concern communities. The economic and social are false dichotomies.

There are clearly positive links between LLL and health. Less people taking
part in learning in the third age may increase the escalating health bills of most
countries. It is communities and de facto individuals who will pay the price of not
investing in learning.

Youth and Older Adults

Strategies to engage young people in learning as well to re-engage adults in
learning after compulsory schooling are both important issues internationally. There
are a number of age-related studies of engagement in learning, and linked gender
and race/ethnicity issues. Historically engagement in all forms of learning declines
with age irrespective of sex, but older men, especially from minority groups, are
less likely to participate than women.

However that may be changing, though not for the better. We are also seeing
a decline in participation amongst some young people. The economic crisis has
led to the creation of what many refer to as a lost generation of young that either
have not had opportunity to learn beyond compulsory schooling, who find that
their post-compulsory qualifications carry no currency or who are in precarious
employment.

There are have been high levels of youth unemployment for two decades in
Europe, and this recently has been exacerbated by the financial crisis since 2008
especially in countries such as Greece and Spain® (Mourshed, Patel and Sudar,
2014). And, whilst we all now that it is women who have historically faced
discrimination in education opportunity, this emerging group of young unemployed
people is disproportionately male.
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Again the consequences of not addressing these issues have both social and
economic consequences for individuals and communities. For example if there is a
link between lack of education and crime, and most crimes are carried out by men,
the consequences are obvious.

At the same time, a new older generation is emerging without the safety net of
the past. Even those of us with pensions are worrying whether we will actually get
them and whether we can trust the banks with our money. The next generation is
worrying whether they will have pensions and how long (if they have a job) they
will have to work.

Traditionally we have not favoured the groups that who have been most
disadvantaged. Rather it is those who already have advantages who gain more with
investment in post-compulsory learning having been heavily weighted towards
higher education among young adults. The situation in this area is not changing with
higher education becoming more expensive in many countries, including Australia
and most of the UK; as a result there are disproportionate benefits to young people
with parents from higher socio-economic groups who can afford to subsidise their
children. There is an analogous situation in the vocational area with the highest
quality training programmes tending to be available most readily to those already in
work. This increases inequalities between the unemployed and the employed, many
of whom do not have any formal qualifications.

These to a degree are policy choices. With restricted public expenditure, the
argument that tends to have greatest resonance is one that suggests that early
intervention has the greatest long-term economic and social benefit. There is
a substantial literature, including from the OECD on the economic of lifelong
learning, which presents arguments of this type, and this is restricting interventions
that are being made beyond compulsory schooling.

However the world is a very different one from that of even a decade ago. The
financial premium over a lifetime that that young people might have expected
from a degree may no longer exist as costs to achieve that degree increase and
graduate level jobs decline. Currently in Australia, it seems that premiums are
being sustained as graduate jobs increase, and perhaps at the expense of the salaries
of those without degrees (Coelli and Wilkins, 2009). However, economists produce
very good predictions of the past. They may not so good in relation to the future.
And it may be that simply putting our eggs in one basket — investing in the young
and in HE is going to be sufficient for the future.

Returning to the question however how we engage young people and older
adults, the simple answer is that we have to provide them with hope that they and
their communities can achieve better lives through engagement in learning. There
are some examples of possible approaches. One strategy that seems to have an
effect is inter-generational learning. The National Institute for Adult and Continuing
Education (NIACE 2010) in the UK reports on how younger Bengali women from
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an East London literacy project assisted older Bengali women in learning English,
through sharing experiences of literacy learning and emotional and physical support.
This led to increased self-confidence (especially in relation to employment) and
volunteering among the younger women, and reduced feelings of isolation among
the older women.

Another example is the Men’s Shed movement, which emanates from Australia,
and this provides examples of inter-generational support and informal skills
exchanges between older and younger men (Golding ef al., 2007).

Ultimately for younger people the ultimate goal has to be qualifications and
work, but even informal and non-formal learning as in these examples may provide
a pathway. [ have been something of a skeptic about the feasibility to operationalize
systems of recognition and validation of non-formal and informal learning 4), which
have been prioritized in lifelong policies in Europe, but these examples I have given
show the richness of the learning that can occur in these environments. There are
dangers in formalizing this learning through creating a system of recognition and
validation and linking this to a qualifications structure, but potential merits too.

Maintaining engagement in learning throughout life

There are many studies of why adults participate in learning. Overwhelming
these studies bring two factors to the fore: employment and employability; and
cognitive interest. If learning leads to work, maintains a current position or
improves the prospect of employment, and is interesting then it will engage people.
However, we can look at engagement from other perspective since and highlight
additional case studies that demonstrate strategies that have worked or are working
in different ways. Earlier in this account some examples were cited relating health
and learning. In Nottinghamshire in the UK, healthcare staff have refer individuals
to a Learning Adviser. This has included patients with mild to moderate depression;
people who are socially isolated and vulnerable; and people who want something to
do, or want to make more of their lives but may be anxious, fearful or unaware of
how to do that. That evaluation also reported improvements in patients’ wellbeing,
physical symptoms, health-related behaviours and sleep problems, following
participation in courses leading to formal qualifications, practical skills and leisure
opportunities.

A completely different approach is for formal institutions to co-design
learning with and for communities in response to needs, including to solve
problems that communities have identified. This is an area that has been the
subject of the most recent publication of the Global Universities Network on
Innovation (GUNI), Higher Education in the World V (Hall and Tandon 2013).
In India where the book was launch in early March 2014, Tandon, who is a joint
UNESCO Chair in Community-engaged research and President of Participatory
Research in Asia (PRIA) spoke of aims that include ‘to promote community-
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university research partnerships to develop knowledge relevant to improve the
lives of people’ (Tandon, 2014). Here he is concerned with generating new
knowledge in partnership with community based organisations such as women’s
groups, NGOs, and municipalities will be entertained based on the expression
of needs and problems identified by these organisations. He also speaks of the
need to ‘promote practical learning and problem-solving competencies amongst
students by directly engaging with the community’. Here he refers to the notion
that practicums by students in partnership with community-based organisations
and NGOs should be part of the course curriculum and be given credit. Ultimately
this implies a third aim ‘to design curriculum and pedagogy relevant to respond to
learning needs of the community’. In so doing close interactions with communities
for identifying their learning needs can be developed. Community knowledge can
be integrated into courses and practitioners from communities can integrated into
such courses as teachers.

This of course challenges those of us who work in universities, but perhaps
this offers stakeholders in communities something to utilize to challenge providers
of formal learning. This dimension of activity perhaps also offers Townsville
further ideas in relation to the its 3™ Priority Area in Lifelong Learning. Here the
commitment is to supporting networks and partnership. The important dimension
of such networks is their reciprocity and being based on demand rather than supply,
and this is echoed in another of Townsville’s strategies, which speak of providing
opportunities based on need.

Learning Cities 2020

Networks are also key at an international level, and one which has particular
resonance for developing place-based learning is the Learning Cities 2020
programme of the PASCAL International Observatory (Osborne and Kearns, 2014)
and the initiative of UNESCO (2013a and b) to create the International Platform
of Learning Cities. The LC2020 programme seeks to identify future directions for
learning cities up to 2020 and is facilitating a dialogue is being facilitated with cities
within one of its strands of activity, the Learning City Networks (LCN). These
networks will maintain and enhance previous work within an early set of exchanges
entitled PASCAL International Exchanges (PIE) through creating policy-focused
online discussions. Networks will seek to link with city, regional and national
governments, business and labour organisations and universities. Currently five
networks have been constructed around the following themes:

— EcCoWell

— Connecting urban & rural learning initiatives

— Harnessing cultural policies

— Learning cities and regions for inclusion

— Entrepreneurial Learning Cities.
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We can over the next few years expect a resurgence of the city as the focus
for lifelong learning, and the rationale for this focus is clear. UNESCO in their
press release for the 2013 International Conference on Learning Cities in Beijing
summarised why cities are so important:

The influence of cities in national and world affairs has increased considerably
in recent years. This is partly due to the growth in the number of city dwellers.
Since 2008, the majority of the worlds population lives in cities. By 2030, the
proportion is likely to exceed 60 per cent. As cities expand in size and population
density, local governments are facing challenges associated with social inclusion,
new technologies, the knowledge economy, cultural diversity and environmental
sustainability. In response, a growing number of cities are developing innovative
strategies that allow their citizens — young and old — to learn new skills and
competencies throughout life, thereby transforming their cities into ‘learning cities’
(UNESCO 2013c).

In order that such aspirations are achieved, it is cities themselves who should
take the lead, and exchange their practices, working alongside their stakeholders
and academics in the spirit of co-construction of knowledge as advocated by Hall
and Tandon (2013).

NOTES

1. Townsville is a city of approximately 190,000 adjacent to the Great Barrier Reef
in tropical central Queensland, Australia. The Australian Learning Community
Network exists to promote the inclusive concept of learning as the key element
in the development of a range of sustainable communities across Australia,
through cross sectorial partnerships.

MISSION OF LIBRARIES IN BENEFIT OF INFORMAL
EDUCATION IN THE CONTEXT OF GLOBAL AND LOCAL
TRANSFORMATIONS?

Abstract. This article has been prepared to present the variety of features, func-
tions and potential that libraries have in today’s world. They are often underestimat-
ed; they are regarded one-sidedly as agencies of storage and distribution mainly of
traditional documents. This is due to ignorance of the library institution dynamics,
of the processes around it as well as misunderstanding of its place and mission in
the lives of individuals and society. No significant attention and interest is shown to
their resources available, to highly intelligent professionals who should work there
and give invaluable support to users. Libraries are particularly useful in today’s
world of knowledge and information: the world where human success relies on
knowing “homo sapiens”. The latter are those who understand and appreciate the
value of information for learning and self-study.

The author, who graduated an MA course in Pedagogy and has more than
35 years of activity in the field of libraries, has decided to break certain patterns
and preconceptions about them. He will try to present a realistic picture of the
importance of libraries in the background of ongoing processes in a global aspect
and the expectations to the mission and role of the modern library. Without imposing
his opinion, he sets options related to the potential of library in informal education.
Whether the professionals who have dedicated their time to the pedagogical career
can benefit from this potential, depends on how they will approach to it combining
knowledge with vast opportunities that the library of today could give them.

Manuscripts submitted to this journal are considered if they have been submitted only to it, they
have not been published already, nor are they under consideration for publication or in press elsewhere.
Contributions to the Bulgarian Journal of Educational Research and Practice must report original research
and will be subjected to review by anonymous and independent referees at the discretion of the Editor(s).

Manuscripts for consideration should be sent electronically to pedagogy@azbuki.bg. If email
submission is not possible, please send an electronic version on disk.

Electronic submissions should be sent as e-mail attachments using a standard word processing
program.

Manuscript preparation

General guidelines

(1) Manuscripts can be presented in Bulgarian or in English.

(i1) Manuscripts should be compiled in the following order: title page (an informative without any
abbreviations title of the paper and names of the authors (without their current academic positions);
abstract in size not exceeding 20 lines; 3-6 keywords (only in English); full text; acknowledgments;
appendixes (as appropriate); notes; references; full addresses of all authors (academic positions,
affiliations, postal addresses, email addresses).

(ii1) Figures and their captions are to be presented separate to text but their position in the text
must be indicated (Fig. 1, Fig. 2, etc.). Please do not embed figures in the paper file.

(iv) Tables and their captions are to be presented separate to text but their position in the text must
be indicated (Table 1, Table 2, etc.). Please do not embed tables in the paper file. It is expected the
tables contain values of some quantities or variables; the text tables are not encouraged.

Notes and References

The list of references includes sources which can be easily checked by the referees and by the
readers as well. The marginal sources without world visibility should not be included in the list of
references. Nevertheless if such sources are necessary to be cited, they should be put in the list of
notes. This list should contain some additional explanations or marginal sources including internet
addresses, preferably in portable document format (pdf). The position of notes within the text is
marked by Arabic numerals as superscripts.

Style of the list of references should conform to that of Publication Manual of American
Psychological Association (APA style), widely used for such kind of publications:
